This year a great asset will become available for local people to enjoy. In 2023 the Dyson family who lived
beside Restronguet Creek gifted a field to the Parish Cowncil for the benefit of the local community and to
enhance the blodiversity of the area.

Ower the coming months we therefore
hope that in addition to the field being available for you to use we will have a prograrmme of talks about
the nature of Feock and how the field fits into the natural ermdronment
